the loan, interest, expense of advertising and selling, it
shall be paid to the person entitled thereto, and for
every offence against this Section the pawnbroker shall
De liable to a penalty of twenty-five dollars.

7. Every pawnbroker shall enter in a book an ac-
count of the sale of such goods, the time and place there-
of, when pledged, the name of the pawn‘:cl',_“tl.lc name of
the auctioneer, the proveeds of sale and ‘tlie expenses,
which book may be inspected by the pawner or his poer-
sonal representatives, at any time; the pawnbroker shall
also pay over the net proceeds of sale to the pawner
when demanded.

Office’” Tor every week such sign is not there he shall
forfeit ten dollars.

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CHAPTER 10

An Ordinance to Provide for a Plebiscite Respecting

Dawson Schools.

[Assented to April 15th, 1913.]

Whereas, It is deemed advisable that a vote of thc Preamvie:

ratepayers of the City of Dawson be taken to ascertain
whether a majority of the ratepayers of said City desire
that the Schools in Dawson shall continue to be main-
tained by Government Grant in the manner which has
obtained hitherto or whether the City of Dawson shall be
created a School District and the Schools in Dawson
thereafter maintained by assessment as provided by Sec-
tion 14 of “The Yukon Act.”

The Commissioner of the Yukon Territory, by amd
with the advice and consent of the Council of said Ter-
ritory therefore enacts as follows:

1. The Commissioner shall' by Proclamation ap:
point a day not later than the first day of July, 1913,
and not less than thirty days after the making thereof,
upon which a vote of the ratepayers of the City of Daw-
son shall be taken to determine whether a majority of
such ratepayers desire that the Schools now existing in

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Dawson shall continue to be maintained by Government
Grant in the manner which has obtained hitherto or
whether the City of Dawson shall be created a School
District and the Schools in Dawson thereafter main-
tained by assessment as provided by “The Yukon Act.”

2. The said Proclamation shall name a Returning
Officer to hold a plebiscite of the ratepayers under the
provisions of this Ordinance.

3. The Returning Officer shall, after the publica-
tion of said Proclamation, and at least fourteen days
before the day fixed for the taking of the vote, provide
and cause to be posted up in at least ten conspicuous and
public places in the City of Dawson and published in a
newspaper published in Dawson, a Proclamation over his
signature, setting forth:

(a) 'The places where and the date when the vote
will be taken.

(b) The time of opening the polls and the time
during which such polls shall remain open, and describ-
ing the places at which the several polls shall be held.

4. Every person who is a British subject and who
was assessed upon the last revised assessment roll of the
City of Dawson and whose taxes have been paid in full
on or before the day of such plebiscite shall be entitled
to vote on such plebiscite, and no other person shall be
so entitled except as hereinafter provided.

5. The Collector of Taxes for the City of Dawson
shall cause to be prepared for use at said plebiscite an
alphabetical list of the names of all persons assessed
upon said assessment roll who have paid. their taxes up
to the hour of closing his office on the seventh day prior
to the date of such plebiscite and such list shall he « -
tified.by said Collector of Taxes and shall be the Voters’
List for said plebiscite.

6.. Every person assessed upon said assessment roll
who shall have paid all his taxes in full at any time after
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the said seventh day prior to the date of the plebiscite,
und before four o’clock of the day of such plebiscite,
shall be entitled to receive from said Collector of Taxes
a certificate that all his taxes have been paid in full
and shall on production of such certificate to-the Deputy
Returning Officer at any polling place and filing the same
with him be entitled to have his name entered on the
Voters’ List at that polling plaee and shall be given a
ballot and be entitled to vote. All such eertificates shall
after the close of the poll be placed in the ballot box and
delivered therewith to the Returning Officer.

7. The Returning Officer shall provide a polling
place and ballot hox for use thereat for every 250 voters
and for each polling place shall appoint a Deputy Re-
turning Officer and Poll Clerk, and said election or plebi-

scite as to division of voters” lists for the several polling

stations, the secret marking of ballots and otherwise

shall be conducted as far as may be under the provisions

hereof in the same manner ‘as is provided by law at am
election for a Member of the Yukon Council,

8. The Returning Officer, Deputy Returning Officers
and Poll Clerks shall, before entering upon their respec-
tive duties, take the oath in Form “C” in the Schedule
to this Ordinance, to the proper and faithful discharge of
the same. Such oath may be taken before a Justice of
the Peace, or a Commissioner for taking affidavits.

9. Upon the day fixed by the Commissioner the
Deputy Returning Officers shall open the poll at nine
o’clock. in the forenoon and shall keep the same open
until five o’clock in the afternoon. The Returning Offi-
cer shall provide a ballot box, a sufficient number of bal-
Iot papers and the necessary material to. mark the ballots
for each Deputy Returning Officer.

10. The Poll Clerks shall write in the poll books
the name of each voter when he offers to vote.

11. No person shall ‘be permitted to vote who re-
fuses when required by the Deputy Returning Officer or
any Agent -appointed on Dbehalf of the affirmative or
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negative side to take either of the oaths set out in [Forms
“A” and “B” in the Schedule to this Ordinance.

12. The ballot papers for the purpose of voting un-
der this Ordinance shall be in the following form:

Shall Dawson Schools be maintained by YES | NO
asscssment and collection of rates
and the present system of support-
ing same by Goverament (Grant be
discontinued?

13. The ballot papers shall be prepared by the Re-
turning Officer.

14. The Returning Officer shall, by writing under
his hand, appoint from the applicants for such appoint-
ment, or on behalf of persons applying to have such ap-
pointment made, two agents to attend at each polling
station during voting hours and at the final summing up
of the votes on behalf of those desirous of an affirmative
answer to the question and two agents so to attend on
hehalf of those desirous of obtaining a negative answer
to the question.

15. An affirmative vote om the question shall be
made by writing the letter “X” under the word “Yes”
and a negacvive vote shall be made by writing the letter
“X"” under the word “No” opposite such question.

16. After summing up the votes the Deputy Re-
turning Officer shall furnish the Agents for both the af-
firmative and negative side with a certificate of the
number of affirmative and necgative votes respectively
«d then place all ballots, poll books and oaths in the
ballot box, seal up the same in the presence of the
Agents and return to the Returuning Officer, together
with a written statement of the votes for and against.

17. The Returning Officer shall, as soon as possible,
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sum np the result of the returns of all the Depn’ - Tic-
turning Officers and make a return to the Commissioner
of the result of the plebiscite.

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CHAPTER 11

An QOidinance for Granting to the Commissioner Certain

Sums of Money to Defray the Expenses of the Pub-

lic Service of the Yukon Territory.

[Assented to April 15th, 1913.]

Whereas, It appears by Message from George Black,
Esquire, the Commissioner of the Yukon Territory, and
in the Supplementary Estimates accompanying the same,
that the sums hereinafter mentioned in the Schedules
“A” and “B” are required to defray certain further ex-
penses of the Public Service of the Yukon Territory, and
for other purposes relating thereto for the twelve months
ending March 31st, 1912, and are required to defray cer-
tain further expenses of the Public Service of the Yukon
Territory, and for other purposes relating thereto for the
twelve months ending March 31st, 1913; and,

Wlereas, It appears by Message from George Black,
Esquire, the Commissioner of the Yukon Territory, and
the Estimates accompanying the same, that the sums here-
inafter mentioned in Schedule “C” to this Ordinance are
required to defray certain expenses of the Public Service
of the Yukon Territory, and for the purposes relating
thereto for the twelve months ending March 31st, 1914;

It.is, therefore, hereby enacted by the Cominissioner,
by and with the advice and consent of the Council of the
Yukon Territory, as follows:
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1. From and out of the sums at the disposal of the
Yukon Council there shall be paid and applied a further
sum not exceeding in the whole seventeen thousand nine
hundred and seventy-two dollars and one cent, for de-
fraving the several .charges and expenses of the Public
Service for the .twelve months ending March 31st, 191%
and March 31st, 1913, as set.forth in Schedules “A” and
“B” to this Ordinance.

2. From and out of the funds at the disposal of the
Yukon Council there shall and may -be paid and applied
a sum not exceeding in the whole three hundréd and ome
thousand onc hundred and fifty-five dollars and forty
cents for defraying the several charges and expenses of
the Public Service for the twelve months ending Margh
31st, 1914, as set forth in Schedule “C” to this Ordinanca.

3. The due application of all monies expended shall
be duly accounted for.
